MR. KAISER:  Please be seated.  Any preliminary matters, Ms. Sebalj? 


PRELIMINARY MATTERS:

MS. SEBALJ:  I did have one e-mail request from Mr. Tunley with respect to scheduling, because Newmarket and Tay follow last on the schedule, and his clients have some difficulties being available the week following next.  He was just wanting to anticipate any rescheduling of that.  And I believe Mr. Shepherd also has a request.


MR. KAISER:  Yes, sir.


MR. SHEPHERD:  They may be related, Mr. Chairman.  Our concern is that it may be time to start thinking about argument and how it's going to be done, and I am particularly concerned, in light of the fact that we are behind schedule and so we may be bumping into the following week.


As you are aware, the Friday was not scheduled for this proceeding and, in fact, some of us have other commitments that day, so it looks like, unless we speed up, we'll be into the following week.  Then the question is:  What are the Board's plans for argument?  


There is quite a lot of material and a lot of parties.


MR. KAISER:  Well, on the Friday, we have cleared our calendar.  So we do plan to sit Friday.  We need that day, but we are going to try and complete this case next week.  If we have to sit late, we will sit late.


Then in terms of argument - this is the goal, in any event - if we finish on Friday, that is to say a week today, we would look for written argument by the applicants by the Wednesday.  We would look for written reply by the intervenors by the following Monday, and we would look for an oral reply by the applicants on the Thursday, which is the 12th.


That's our plan at the moment.  So we will do -- be prepared, if we have to next week, to sit late.  At the end of today, we will take a bit of time before we break - and we're going to break today at 4 o'clock - to assess where we are so that we have some advance notice if there is going to be late sittings.  If we have to start earlier, we will start earlier.  If we have to sit later, we will sit late.  


So if all counsel and all parties could have somebody available at the end of the day today at 4 o'clock to discuss scheduling, we will try to deal with that at that point.  So you might want to let Mr. Tunley's office know.  He could have somebody here, I'm sure.


MS. SEBALJ:  I will do that.


MR. KAISER:  Thank you.


MR. QUESNELLE:  Mr. Buonaguro.


MR. KAISER:  Mr. Buonaguro.


MR. BUONAGURO:  Thank you.  I just wanted to clarify.  Did you say that we are sitting next Friday and in this case?  Because I am scheduled for a motion before you next Friday.


MR. KAISER:  In regard to what?


MR. BUONAGURO:  It's a motion in Enbridge for production of documents.


MR. KAISER:  The VECC motion?


MR. BUONAGURO:  Yes.


MR. KAISER:  I understood that had been cancelled or moved on.


MR. BUONAGURO:  If it has, I haven't received notice.  I am not fundamentally opposed to it being moved, but...


MR. KAISER:  I checked on that and I was told that the Friday had become available, and I didn't know what had happened to the motion, whether you had dropped it or whatever.  But we will check on that.  


We may have a problem, but that motion is not going to take that long, is it?


MR. BUONAGURO:  Hopefully not.


MR. KAISER:  I mean, it's half an hour, an hour, maybe.


MR. BUONAGURO:  Depends how strenuously they're opposing.


MR. KAISER:  It is just about production of documents.


MR. BUONAGURO:  Production of documents.


MR. KAISER:  I am sure we can deal with that in an hour, if we have to.  So we will deal with that at 4 o'clock, as well.


MR. BUONAGURO:  Thank you.


MR. KAISER:  That will give us time to check.
