	· Discussion of whether WG members can unanimously agree to recommend an increase from 60 days to 90 days; no consensus was achieved
	1. WG members agree to keep 60 days vs. 90 days in mind in the context of future discussions regarding processing, pending, etc.

	· Agreement among all WG members that despite GDAR STR reject language to the contrary, it is desired that consumers be able to switch seamlessly from one vendor to another if the Return to System (RTS) and Enrol STR terms reflect coincident implementation dates.

	12. Letter from the OEB
	· Russ circulated unsigned letters from Peter O’Dell, Assistant Board Secretary re Implementation of the GDAR, Notice of Filing Requirement for Service Agreements under the GDAR, Notice of Proposed Amendment to the GDAR, and Notice of Proposed Exemption from the GDAR

· In summary, these documents result in a delay of implementing the use of Service Agreements pursuant to GDAR to December 1, 2004, the use of STRs to February 1, 2005 and the availability of gas vendor consolidated billing to February 1, 2005; the OEB has also granted Enbridge and Union an exemption from subsection 6.1.2.3 of the GDAR (i.e. the ability to accommodate gas vendor consolidated billing)

· Each gas distributor is directed to file by March 1, 2004 its proposed form of Service Agreement; persons wishing to make comments on the SA’s including scope, content, level of standardization, and EBT requirements are to file submissions with the OEB no later than March 22; any distributor wishing to respond to the filed submissions are to file responses by April 5, 2004

· It is anticipated that these submissions will result in the notice of a formal OEB hearing process
